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WINTER SEASON:

During the winter season we do offer programs to our teams in order to keep them
active in the training program and excel in their individual needs. We offer each
coach the option of participating in our indoor training sessions. The indoor
training focuses on individual within a team environment. The club believes that
indoor is a time to focus greatly on each players ball skills and fundamentals. By
focusing individually on each player it will elevate the overall team performance in
the upcoming outdoor season. We do not mandate that teams need to participate
in our indoor training program. We have a lot of teams within the club that play
indoor soccer the first season and then do indoor training the second session. We
have learned from recent experience that teams who decide to play both sessions
indoor tend to adopt bad habits from it. Whether it’s from using the walls or just
playing unorganized on the small field. Then when it is time for outdoors we end
up spending two or three weeks trying to get those teams out of those bad habits.
However, we believe that by doing one session of indoor training right before
outdoor season we are able to get the players back on the right track quicker. If
your team is interested in participating in our indoor training sessions please have
your coach contact the Director of Coaching.
